In Arts & Human Expression
ASSOCIATE OF ARTS DEGREE

These courses emphasize the study of cultural, literary, humanistic activities, and artistic expression of human beings. Students will evaluate
and interpret the ways in which people through the ages in different cultures have responded to themselves and the world around them in
artistic and cultural creation. Students will also learn to value aesthetic understanding and incorporate these concepts when constructing
value judgments. This emphasis includes lower division coursework that prepares students for potential careersin fine arts, foreign
languages, literature, and philosophy.

To acquire the Associate of Arts Degree in General Studies with an Emphasis in Arts and Human Expression, students must complete the
required major courses below with a grade of “C" or better along with one of the following:

o RHC GE and Proficiency requirements
o CSU GE (California State University General Education Breadth)
o IGETC (Intersegmental General Education Transfer Curriculum)
