The Associate of Arts Degree in Graphic Art and Design is designed for students interested in
visual arts and graphic design. This degree combines fraditional visual art fopics with practical
graphic design skills. Students will learn to produce solutions to visual communication problem:s.
The form of the communication can be print or digital, and include photographs, typography,
illustration and other graphic forms. The word produced includes branding and identity designs,
publication designs, advertising, packaging, motion graphics, websites, information
architecture, and other types of communication design. Students will explore both art and
design history and learn the principles and elements of design.
